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Dear City of Newark Property Owner,

Thank you for your interest in a year 2006 Community Reinvestment Area (CRA)
Tax Abatement. If the property you own is located within one of Newark’s four
CRAs, it may be eligible for an abatement. Abatement applications and instructions
to help you complete them are available on the City of Newark’s web site (see site
address above).

CRAs allow property owners to apply for tax abatements on new construction and/or
remodeling once construction is finished. In most cases, when an application is
approved, a tax abatement is placed on the value of the new or remodeled residential
or commercial structure as appraised by the Licking County Auditor’s Office.

Only when a new building or remodeling project is finished, should a property owner
apply for a tax abatement. When your project is finished, you must fill-out a tax
abatement application in its entirety (provide all information and documentation).
You may obtain Certificates of Occupancy by contacting Ms. Autumn McKee in the
City of Newark Building Code Department at 349-6806.

The first step in the approval process is for the City of Newark’s Housing Officer to
recommend an application for approval. That recommendation is forwarded to the
Licking County Auditor’s Office for property appraisal and a final approval/
disapproval decision. Questions related to the process and/or timing an application
encounters after it is forwarded to the Auditor’s Office should be directed to Ms.
